A good heavy-duty anienna ratatorwill provide the best servics andlangast
lile. Oten it is desirable to mount saveral antennas on one mast. To keep possible interaction to minimum, place your antennas as far apar as
you can. The Reod-Match rogs should both be poinied v,

Best results can bo abtained by mountng the antenna as high as pessible and at the tap of your mast,

SYSTEM GROUNDING
Direct grounding of the antanna, mast, and tower 8 very Important. This serves as protction from ighining strikes, static buildup, and from high
woltage which is presant in the radio equipment corneciod 1o the antenna.

TUNING PROCEDURE
The A147-22 doss not nomally require luning afisr assombly. However, if you wish o check the VEWR bolore installation, please observe the
lallowing procudures. To prevert detuning the antenna, il thould be unedin placa or atkaast 7 feet (2.1 m) abeve ground and clear of sumounding
objects. Keep all metal abstructions such as guy wires and other antennas al least 7 feet (2.1 m) away since Sey will nulily any adjustmant and
degraded performance wil result. Test aach antenna saparately

Run tho coax cable from your iransmitien 1o He ahea inwhich the antenna s going io be iested. The length of $is cable or vour feadiing & nat critical,
Connect a good quality VEWR bridge to the end of this cabile, Connect a shart length of cabile [10 ft (305 cm) ar less] from the VEWR bridge 1o
the antenna. Set the ransmifier to your conter aparating frequancy. When you read VEWR, be surs you move far araugh away from the antenna
&0 that your body doas not aflact the reading.

Miaasure the VEWR. IF it is bgh, move both Reddi-Match clamps by 104" (6 cm) in one direction and chock the VEWR.  If the VEWH impraves,
then cantinue maeving e Redal-Match clamps in the same direction. [fthe VEWR detericrates then mawe both Redd-Match clamps in the appasite
direction.
