Front View
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Power switch: Turns the unit on and off.
Meter switch: Select the position to indicate voltage (V) or current (A).

Meter: Displays the voltage or current.

Snap in output terminal: 3A max. Red positive, black negative.

Cigarette plug terminal: 10A max.

Voltage adjustment: Adjusts voltage between 9. 0 and 15. 0 volts. Turn clockwise
to increase and counter clockwise to decrease the voltage. When it is set at the
center position it will supply 13. 8 volts.

Noise off-set volume control: Adjust to eliminate the pulse noise of the switching
circuit. This patent pending function is specially designed for communication use.

(It' s effectiveness may vary depending on the frequency and mode.)

Cooling fan: The fan turns on and off automatically.

Output control switch: Turn this switch to the adjust position and adjust to the
desired output level. /Fixed output 13. 8V.

Heat sink: Do not touch the surface when the unit is in use. Let the cool down

completely before touching it.

Output terminal: 30A max. Red positive, black negative.
Grounding Power cable: 110VAC
