2, On the chassis, cut through the plastic cable clamp nearest the fan to
free the fan supply cord. Trim the cord to a length of 6 inches measuring
from the second cable clamp. Install the female socket in the same manner
as the plug.

FAN INSTALLATION (Refer to attached drawing)

1, Push the fan blade onto the motor shaft with the longer part of the hub
facing away from the motor. Ensure that the fan blades can rotate freely.

2. Attach the fan brackets to the fan notor using the #6-32 machine screws
and nuts supplied. These brackets must be on the side of the motor away
from the fan blades.

3. Stand the cabinet on the fan end and, centering the fan and brackets over
the cutout, fasten the fan assembly to the cabinet with the four larger
woodscrews. NOTE:-~ The fan motor should clear the bottom of the cabinet
by at least % inch.

4. Flip the cabinet over and attach the perforated screen over the cutout so
as to completely cover it. Use the remaining 5 smaller woodscrews.

5. Re-install the chassis into the cabinet and connect the fan to the supply
cord. Check that the fan wiring is dressed away from the fan blades.
