E152KIT . Horn Bracket Upgrade:

Dueto a potential dislocation of the E152 horn drive-mounting bracket,
we are asking our dealersand customersto add an extra bracket block
to the base of the horn driver mounting assembly. Each bracket block is
supplied with 4 screws and 4 washers. Simply install a screw and
washer in each of thefour predrilled holesand drivethem until they are
flush with the opposite side of the block and then screw the block in
place in the location shown in the following photos. It is best to apply
some for ce against the block in the direction of the horn support asyou
aretightening the screws. Thiswhole operation only takesa few minutes
and will ensurethat the unit will survive its 10-year structural
warranty.
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
