PROBLEM: 
COIL ROAD SPRINGS - FITTING PROCEDURE CARE POINTS 
 
 
CAUSE: 
When refitting a coil road spring to a vehicle it is essential to maintain the correct 
spring orientation. 
 
 
ACTION:

Front and rear road springs must always be fitted as shown, with close coils 
�A� uppermost. This will reduce the potential for debris to become trapped 
within the spring and permit easier access to the lower fixing of the front 
suspension damper.  
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When fitting a Defender or Discovery Series I rear road spring, ensure that 
the spring is located firmly against the lower spring retainer plate. This is 
achieved by rotating the spring in a clockwise direction until resistance by 
the retainer plate prevents further rotation.   

 
Orientation of the spring has no effect on suspension performance.
