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Section 1
Introduction

This manual has been developed to provide a method of rectifying water ingress problems
found in Land Rover Defenders, with the aim of improving customer satisfaction. It
provides a means of finding the source of water ingress along with the appropriate
rectification method. ' :

1t is intended as a service manual only to be used by service centres at approved Land
Rover Dealers. ' '

Assumptions

It is assumed that the service technicians using the manual will have a certain level of
expertise that will enable them to perform the rectification processes effectively. For
example, in a process that involves sealing inside 2 door frame, it is assumed that the
technician would have the expertise to know that the door casing must first be removed
before performing the sealing process.

The same applies for tasks such as carpet and mat removal, although care points are noted
where needed.

How To Use The Manual

Once a customer has reported 2 water leak in their vehicle this manual should be used
firstly to find out where the water is leaking in from. Due to the nature of the design and
construction of the Defender vehicle this can prove to fairly difficult. The fact that water
moves in seemingly random directions also adds to the problem.

The technique used to locate water ingress paths 1nvc-lvés spraying the vehicle all over
with 2 hose. The vehicle should be sprayed continuously for a good four to five minutes
with all areas being thoroughly covered -

Before spraying, interior carpets/mats are removed from the front and rear of the vehicle
(depending on the derivative i.e. pick-up truck or twelve’ seater), this assists in the
identification of water ingress. The vehicle is then sprayed. Two technicians should sit in
the front and back of the vehicle watching for water eaks. [f 2 leak is spotted, the general
area of its origin is noted down.
¢

Upen identification of a leak, the local area surrounding it is focused on. This involves
one technician standing outside the vehicle spraying a hose at the suspected water Ingress
area. Simultaneously, another technician would be positioned inside the vehicle looking
for the leak path. Once the water leak path has been identified the appropriate
rectification processes is used to cure the problem.




The rectification process is found by referring to the table of water ingress paths. For
each leak path there is a corresponding ‘Process Reference Code’. The code represents
the appropriate rectification process that can be found in the pages after the table. Al
process are listed in numerical order.
