PROBLEM:
ENGINE MISFIRE - ENGINE HARNESS OIL CONTAMINATION

The customer complains of engine misfire, poor performance or failure to start. The
engine warning light may also be illuminated.

During investigation, oil contamination of the fuel injector harness to engine
harness connector is identified.

CAUSE:

Poor sealing in the injector harness connector, allowing engine oil to migrate
through the connector and into the engine harness, resulting in poor electrical
contact. It is possible that oil may reach the engine management ECU connector.

ACTION:

Upon customer complaint of
engine misfire, poor performance
or failure to start, disconnect
the engine harness at the
cylinder head multiplug,
(arrowed in illustration) and
inspect for evidence of engine
oil.

If engine oil is present within the
connector, renew the respective
harnesses as detailed below.

Should there be no evidence of
engine oil in the cylinder head
multiplug and an engine misfire
is confirmed, refer to Technical
Bulletin [F\Calll 0026 - Fuel Injector ABB16WM1
Diagnosis, for further guidance.
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Land Rover Parts now supply harnesses having improved internal sealing. There
are no changes to part numbers, refer to PARTS INFORMATION for specific
applications.

1. Renew the fuel injector harness, Workshop Manual repair number 86.70.22
refers.

2. Renew the engine harness, Workshop Manual repair number 86.70.17 refers.

3. When renewing the engine harness, inspect the ECU connector for evidence of
engine oil. If oil is present, clean the ECU connectors with electrical contact
cleaner before connecting the new harness. IT IS NOT NECESSARY TO RENEW
THE ECU.

4. Use TestBook to remove any fault codes stored in the ECU and to extinguish
warning lights.
