Without turning on the
ignition switch, turn on the radio by pushing the Volume/Power switch. The first tier of Information
screens will be available.

A second tier of radio code features can be accessed by turning the ignition key to the ON position. Be
cautious, because accessing this feature will TURN ON the radio code feature on vehicles
where it was not active before. The code is required to deactivate this feature.
