GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The EICO Model 751 provides all necessary operating voltages for the EICO Model 753 SSB/AM/CW
Tri-Band Transceiver (200 watts SSB PEP and CW, 100 watts AM). It may also be used to operate
other EICO equipment for which this supply shall be specified, or compatible equipment of different
manufacture with appropriate alterations in the manner of connection.

The Model 751 is to be operated from a nominal 117 VAC, 50/60 cps power source. An octal
power plug and cable at the rear is the means of connecting all the specified output voltages to the
transceiver. The cable wiring permits the power supply to be turned on and off at the transceiver.

The Model 751 also functions as a speaker console with its built-in 3 x 5 inch oval, 3.2 ohms
speaker. A separate audio cable patch cord, with molded RCA type phono plugs, is provided for
connecting this speaker to the speaker output of the transceiver.

The Model 751 is designed integrally with the EICO Model 753 and other EICO equipment for
which this supply shall be specified. Importantly, the supply regulation is tailored to the require-
ments of EICO transceivers. Furthermore, a great deal more filtering is incorporated that is not
found in other supplies. This additional filtering is absolutely required for proper operation of the
EICO transceivers. For these reasons there is no acceptable substitute, to our knowledge, for the
EICO 751 power supply in operation of EICO transceivers, and EICO can accept no responsibility for
sub-standard performance quality resulting from the use of other supplies.

UNPACKING

This equipment has been thoroughly tested and inspected before packing. If you find visible
damage upon unpacking, notify the dealer at once. If the unit was shipped, you must file a claim
with the carrier, since only you can recover for shipping damages. Your dealer and EICO will
cooperate.

VENTILATION

In all installations, consideration should be givento adequate ventilation in placing the unit. Free
air circulation through the cabinet should not be obstructed atany time. If heatremoval by convective
air movement is prevented or curtailed by cabinet obstruction, an excessive temperature rise will
occur which can damage components. In any installation, avoid placing the unit in a warm location
(near a radiator or heating unit) or in a hot air stream.

TRANSMITTER BIAS ADJUSTMENT

After connection of the Model 751 power supply both to a proper power source and to the trans-
ceiver being operated, the transmitter bias must be set properly to obtain optimum transceiver per-
formance. The procedure for transmitter bias adjustment is given in the transceiver operating
manual. The transmitter bias should be checked regularly and whenever driver or final amplifier
tubes in the transmitter are replaced.

CABINET REMOVAL
To remove the power supply from the cabinet, first disconnect it from the power source and

from the transceiver. Then remove two #6 sheet metal screws at the bottom and four #6 sheet metal
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screws at the rear. The unit can be removed from the front of the cabinet.
