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PG 507 SERVICE KIT INSTRUCTIONS

Introduction

The 067-1038-00 PG 507 Service Kit is an aid for
troubleshooting the PG 507 50 MHz Dual Output Pulse
Generator, a TM 500 plug-in. The kit consists of the cable
assemblies necessary to lengthen connections between the
PG 507 Output A and Output B board set (A13 and A14)
and rest of the instrument. It allows these boards to be re-
moved and then electrically connected to the instrument for
easy access to troubleshooting points.

Equipment Required

TEKTRONIX TM 500 Series power module (with two or
more compartments)

2 flexible extender cables (Tektronix Part No. 067-0645-
02)

Procedure
Output A and B Board Removal

To prepare the PG 507 for troubleshooting using the
067-1038-00 PG 507 Service Kit, first remove the Output A
and B board set as follows:

Carefully pry off the snap-in right side cover. Remove the
four screws attaching the top and bottom covers and
remove covers. Refer to Fig. 1. Unscrew the 4 Phillips
head screws and two bullet screws attaching the back
plate to the side rails.

Remove the coaxial cables to the Output A and B boards
identified in Fig. 2. Disconnect the multipin connectors iden-
tified to Fig. 2 from their connections on the Output A and B
boards. Remove the four screws holding the Output B
board to the side rails. Carefully slide the Output A and B
boards back and out of the chassis.

Connecting the PG 507 Service Kit

Position the boards next to the PG 507 chassis and con-
nect its cables and the service kit cables as shown in Fig. 3.
Make certain to match the index pins on the cable
connectors.

Turn the power module off before connecting or dis-
connecting the flexible extender cables to the power
module or the PG 507 rear interface boards; other-
wise, damage may occur to the plug-in circuitry.

To apply power to the instrument, connect the flexible
extender cables between rear interface boards.(the Auxiliary
board (A15) and the Output B board (A14) and the power
module rear interface connectors, making certain to correct-
ly match the connector pin numbers.

While power is applied to the instrument, dangerous
potentials exist in the instrument, particularly the rear
one-third of the Output B board (A14). Do not contact
exposed connections or components.
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Pull out on the power module power switch to apply To reassemble the instrument, turn off the power module
power to the PG 507. and reverse the above procedure. Take care to match con-
nector index pins.
