The Fujitsu MB89255A Paralle! Data )/O Interface provides an 8-bit bi-directional data-bus port and three 8-bit paralle! I/0 ports.
Two ofthe I/O ports provide data transfers in byte segments whereas the other port is split with the upper and lower nibbles being
transferred by separate busses. Thus, the MB89255A can be easily interfaced 1o hybrid 4-bit/8-bit systems. The user can choose
either of three operating modes and can set or reset the state of each port bit.
