The 230 X.P. is a super-power valve, and has the lowest im-
pedance and highest undistorted output of its class. It has
a high standing anode current and requires a large signal
voltage. In consequence, its main use is found in receivers or
amplifiers using H.T. eliminators and which have a preceding
L.F. amplifier. The volume and quality of the reproduction
under these conditions is, however, extremely good. The valve
may be used with a small moving coil permanent magnet speaker.

Two 230 X.P. valves may be used with advantage in a push-pull
stage when considerably greater volume can be obtained than

with two valves in parallel.
