The second diode makes it possible
to apply delay when using this valve, the extent of which can be
regulated as desired by a small negative potential applied to the
controlling diode. Used in this way, the sensitivity of the set
is not impaired, as A.V.C. will not come into play until the
incoming signal reaches a value greater than the delay
voltage.
