A Possible Elephant. 

WHILEexamining the bluffs along the Missouri, near Vermillion, 
Dak.,  recently, I came upon the remains of what I take to be  
EZejhas Ar~zerz'ca~zzts. T h e  bones found all belong to the upper 
and  back portions of the skull, and include most of the upper jaw, 
containing about a third of the right tooth and all of the left, por- 
tions of the tusk tubes, enough of the occipital to give both articu- 
lating surfaces conilecting the skull with the spinal column, and 
many fragments of the upper portion of the skull. T h e  perfect 
tooth weighs about twelve pounds, a s  near as  can be determined 
without detaching it from the jaw. 

T h e  bones are nearly all in a fine state of preservation. Only a 
small portion of one tusk was  found, and that rnuch decomposed. 
Judging from the tubes, the tusks could not have been less than 
six inches in diameter. 

T h e  bones lay in a bed of sand and fine gravel (probably Cham- 
plain) about twenty feet thick. This sand rests directly upon the 
Fort Benton clays, and is overlaid by one hundred feet of loess. 
T h e  EZe#Zlas bones were near the bottorn of the sand, and about 
one hundred feet above the river. They were exposed by a land-
slide which carried down with it all of the skeleton except the por- 
tion of the skull mentioned.
