Civilization: A n  Histolqical Reviezu of i ts  Erements. By CHARLES
vols. Chicago, 5.C. Griggs ds Co, 120. 

THIS cork, a s  the author states, is not '. a Iiistorg of civilizatEon 
i n  the  ordinarily accepted sense of the term, but is offered rather 
as an  oiltline oiecx7 of its elements, with some atteinpt to set forth 
the philosophy of human progress." It opens with a general 
sketch of the earliest civilized nations, and then treats successively 
of the development cf political institutions, religion and inmruls, 
industry, and the other leading element8 in the progress of l i :~ -
manity. The author makes no pretence of original inr.ei;tjgation 
into the facts, and seldom descends to details; and he presi?ppoies 
i n  tlie reader a general knowledge of tbe world's history. H e  
devotes but a small space to the periods before the damn of histori- 
cal literature, holding that our illfortnation about prehistoric :tges 
is  f a r  too scanty to  be of nlucil use, and that '' the conditions dis- 
played by existing savages are no just example of primitive insti- 
tutions." Thus the greater part of the bookrelates to thr civiliza-
tiort that hegan in Egypt and Babylonia, and has since spread 
ot7er Europe and America; but the partial drreiopment of civiliz,l- 
ti011 in  China and India and in ancient Mexico and Peru is not  
acglected. 

The rierit of the  work is not of the highesi order, :<el there is 
n~cc l lin i t  that  is good. I t s  principal defect is in the style, tvhicll 
is diffuse and almost garruloi~s,  the author heilig apparently 
troubled wi'cli too great a clevelopment of tlie linguistic facuily. 
The division and arrangement of topics are also such as to cause n 
good deal of repetition; so that the exposition fills a larger space 
than is necessary. As for Mr. Blorris's pllilosophy. \re do not find 
i n  i t  any thing specially new or striking; but 41e has evidently 
studied the works of the best pliil~~aophicbistorians, and hna 
thoroughly nlasterecl all the prevailinq t!:eoriea, yet tvithont nlak- 
lug a hobby of any  of them. H e  of course regards the history of

civilizstion as a process of development; yet he  inakes but little 
reference to the special doctrines of the evolution school, and little 
use of their hackneyed phrases. The main clefecb in Mr. Morris's 
historical philosophy is his ir~sufficient appreciation of the  Greelr 
civilization and of its r ank  among tlie various fornls of human 
c u l t ~ r e .  H e  divells on its defects rather than on its csxcellences; 
and the reader who got his infirrmation wholly froill this book 
would be liliely to think that Greece was no nlore inlportant in 
the clevelopment of civilization than allcient Irldia or lnoderr~ 
Germany. Yet t!~ere is lnuch in  Mr. &rris9s exp~si t ion that  is  
valuable; and molt  of his views, we think, are sound, and likely 
to stand the test of time. On the whole, his work will take a 
respectable ranlr anlong American books, though we cannot say 
that ii: is up  to tile true standard of philosophic Ilistorg.
