reception a t  Peulbroke College. On Thurs- 
day honorary degrees were conferred on 
twenty-one delegates whose nanics have al-
ready been printed in Scr~wcc and Sir Archi- 
bald Geikie, president of the Royal Society, 
qave the Rede lccture on Darwin as a geol-
ogist.
