Women in Scientific 
Research Topic of 
AAAS Conference 

A conference on women in scientific 
research is scheduled for 17-20 October 
1977 in Washington, D.C., as part of a 
AAAS study of the topic supported by 
the National Science Foundation (NSF). 
The meeting will feature several plenary 
sessions at which major figures in aca- 
deme, government, and industry will 
speak with the 60 women scientists cho- 
sen for the conference, all of whom have 
received doctorates in science since June 
1971. There also will be intensive work- 
ing sessions on topics such as research 
opportunities in different sectors, minor- 
ity women in science, and the dif- 
ferences in experiences of women in the 
social sciences as compared to the natu- 
ral sciences. Among the products ex- 
pected from the study will be a summary 
of the conference and of data gathered 
preparatory to it, a set of policy and pro- 
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New projects and new people are in 
the works for the AAAS Project on the 
Handicapped in Science (a part of the 
Office of Opportunities in Science), 
thanks to the recent receipt of grants to- 
taling $185,000. 

The funds, from the National Science 
Foundation, the W. T. Grant Founda- 
tion, the Bureau of Education for the 
Handicapped, and the Xerox and Exxon 
Corporations, have enabled the Project 
to expand its staff and undertake some 
new efforts involving education and ca- 
reer opportunities for the handicapped. 

Cheryl A. Davis, a planner and spe- 
cialist in design of housing and other en- 
vironments for handicapped persons, 
joined the Project in August as a program 
associate. Davis, who uses a wheelchair, 
has worked for the Massachusetts De- 
partment of Community Affairs Handi- 
capped Housing Program and has served 
as an expert consultant to the U.S. De- 
partment of Housing and Urban Devel- 
opment, the City of Chicago, the Tufts- 
New England Medical Center, and vari- 
ous other organizations across the coun- 
try. In 1977, she completed a year as a 
Loeb Fellow in Advanced Environmen- 
tal Studies at Harvard University. She 
has spoken nationally and published 
widely on such topics as facilitating em- 
ployment of the handicapped, the role of 
housing in rehabilitation, and the 1973 
Rehabilitation Act. 

Davis will be assisting in the devel- 
opment of a variety of new AAAS proj- 
ects, including an inventory of teachers 
and school administrators who have suc- 
cessfully taught science to handicapped
