Report of Office of 
International Science 

heard an update on the activ- 
ities and accomplishments of 
the Office of International Sci- 
ence from Thomas Ratchford, 
associate executive officer, who 
heads it. Its current major 
themes relating to human wel- 
fare are the problems of arid 
lands, impacts of global climate 
change, and linkages among 
population dynamics, re- 
sources, and the environment. 

Other elements of interna- 
tional science at AAAS: 
networking function carried 
out by Consortium of (AAAS) 
Mliates in International Pro- 
grams and Continuing Com- 
mittee on Role of Scientific and 
Engineering Societies in Devel- 
opment that connects 1000 
professional societies world- 
wide; foreign visitor briefings; 
informal science attache semi- 
nars for counselors and attaches 
from about 70 embassies in the 
Washington area; a program 
providing graduate students 
from abroad the opportunity to 
network with U.S. scientists, 
policy-makers, and scientific in- 
stitutions; short-term enrich- 
ment program grants to enable 
six to twelve foreign graduate 
students to attend the AAAS 
Annual Meeting or R&D Col- 
loquium; Science, Engineering, 
and Diplomacy Fellowship 

Program cosponsored by U.S. 
Department of State and U.S. 
Agency for International De- 
velopment; bilateral pro- 
grams-regular exchanges, pri- 
marily regarding annual meet- 
ings-with foreign disciplinary 
societies and other organiza- 
tions in Bangladesh, China, 
Hungary, West Germany, In- 
dia, and the U.S.S.R.; Western 
Hemisphere cooperation pro- 
gram through Interciencia As- 
sociation seminars and other 
projects, a federation of 14 na- 
tional scientific organizations 
in the Americas, and comple- 
mentary projects outside of 
AAAS; involvement with the 
scientific and technical commu- 
nity of the Federal Republic of 
Germany; and the sub-Saharan 
Africa program, which includes 
a journal distribution program, 
implementation of an African 
regional seminar, and other ac- 
tivities.

Global Change and 
the Franklin Lecture 
Norway's Prime Minister Gro 
Harland Brundtland will pro- 
pose a long-term strategy to 
eliminate threats to the envi- 
ronment during the sixth annu- 
al Benjamin Franklin lecture, 
the keynote address at the Fo- 
rum on Global Change and 
Our Common Future to be 
held 2 and 3 May in Washing- 
ton, D.C. 

The Forum will attempt a 
balanced view of topics ranging 
from biodiversity to acid rain to 
the ozone layer. It will take up 
their public policy implications 
with a special focus on the 
Americas. Scheduled speakers 
include William Ruckelshaus, 
Susan Solomon, Paul Ehrlich, 
Lester Brown, Jessica Math-

ews, Stephen Schneider, and 
Sen. John Chafee. 

Meeting sessions will be held 
at the National Academy of Sci- 
ences Auditorium and the 
Smithsonian Baird Auditori- 
um. AAAS is one of the meet- 
ing's sponsors, along with the 
Academy, the Smithsonian In- 
stitution, Sigma Xi, and the 
National Science Foundation. 

Brundtland also chairs the 
United Nations World Commis- 
sion on Environment and Devel- 
opment, and is well known for 
her work on environmental is- 
sues. The Franklin Lectures have 
been a featured activity of Na- 
tional Science and Technology 
Week since 1984.

The New Genetics at 
the Old University 
AAAS is for the first time join- 
ing with two venerable British 
institutions to present a sum- 
mer seminar on the medical and 
moral implications of genetic 
engineering. 

AAAS will collaborate with 
the British Association for the 
Advancement of Science and 
the University of Oxford's De- 
partment for External Studies 
on the seminar, to be held 8 to 
15 July at Oxford. The seminar 

will combine a core scientific 
program on recent develop- 
ments in genetics with a general 
program of lectures on Oxford 
and English life, plus social 
events and an excursion to 
Stratford-upon-Avon. 

The seminar has been de- 
signed for people with diverse 
backgrounds and aims to pro- 
vide participants with a sound 
working knowledge of the new 
genetics plus an appreciation of 
its ethical implications. Faculty 
will include David Bishop, Jer- 
emy Cherfas, Kay Davies, Paul 
Debenham, Hilary Rose, Ber- 
nadette Modell, Richard Mulli- 
gan, Sir David Weatherall, 
Emma Whitelaw, and Edward 
Yoxen.
